One and a half million children and pregnant women were sent
to live in the countryside. gum

A smaller number of
children (perhaps
10,000) went to other
countries such as
Canada, Australia
and the United
States.




Many children

stayed away from

their homes for the &

full six years that

the war lasted —
and only saw their
parents
occasionally.

They were often
not sent to the
same place as
their brothers or
sisters.
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Some children
enjoyed the
experience; they got

to try a new way of
life, ate better food in
some cases, and were

away from the danger,
bombs and pollution

of London




For other children, it was a time
of great hardship.

Not all of the families that took
children in were nice.

Many children from the big
cities were poor and this

surprised their new families.

Some children were rude and this

upset the kind people who had

offered to take them in.
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children never saw their parents again after evacuation

That’s roughly equivalent to every child in Middlesbrough under

the age of 18 never seeing their parents again
* Some were fostered by their countryside families
* Some stayed in the countries they were sent to
